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Abstract

This paper presents the main characteristics and development phases of a project realized in cooperation with industry, the SAFARI project, which aims at developing various components of  Intelligent Tutoring Systems (ITS). They include several knowledge-based systems such as pedagogical expertise, learner model,  subject matter, but also various methodological aspects. After reviewing the main advantages of ITS we describe the most important components of the architecture, explain the problem  encountered during the design and the results of the project.
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
